Whilst the closure is in place at Limpley S  toke we
are aiming to carry out as much additional work as
possible, to minimise future disruption. W e have
identified a section of carriageway that needsrep  air-
ing and have programmed extensive re-surfacing
work to t ake place on the A36, between Church Lane
and Farleigh Service S tation, from Thursday 12th
June to Sunday 15th June.

Work will take place as follows:

12 June (20:00-06:00) Church Lane to Branch Road
13 June (06:00-20:00) Road Open

13 June (20:00-06:00) Branch Road to Esso garage

14 June (06:00-18:00) Church Lane to Abbey Lane
14 June (18:00-06:00) Branch Road to Esso garage

Adjoining side roads
15 June (06:00-18:00) Branch Road to Esso garage
15 June (18:00-06:00) Church Lane to Esso garage

During the work there will be a significant difference in
the level of the road, so please take extra care when
driving through this section and follow the instructions of
our staff to ensure safe passage through the works. In
addition to the gatehouse at Midford Lane, there will be
operatives in 7 locations surrounding Limpley Stoke, to
advise drivers which section of road is being worked on.

Unfortunately there will be times when it is necessary to
work directly outside properties and/or road entrances.
Anyone that can only reach their home or business via
the A36 should speak to a member of the construction
team to make suitable arrangements for access.

ROAD TO RE-OPEN
ON 21ST JUNE

The majority of the work at Monkton Combe has
been completed, although we still need to remove
the scaffolding from the reverse side of the retain-
ing wall. As the capping beam has been finished at
Limpley Stoke, the shuttering has now been
removed. We are preparing to install a concrete
sign base, which will house a new sign located
before the viaduct on the northbound carriageway.
Over the next week we will also erect a new safety
barrier on top of the capping beam.

We decided that as the A36 is closed to traffic, it
would be the perfect time to take the opportunity to
clean the viaduct and leave it looking like new. This
week we started to power wash the viaduct walls
and remove years of built up dirt and grime. The
results are shown in the "before and after" picture
below.
