Final prep arations took place in the week run -
ning up to the re-opening of the A36 on Friday
20th June. The final sections of safety barrier were
installed on top of the capping beam at Limpley
Stoke and new curbing was put in place. After the
successful weekend of resurfacing between
Limpley Stoke and Hinton Charterhouse, in which
we laid 3,500 tonnes of Tarmac in 6 shifts, the team
moved down the hill to resurface from the bend at
Waterhouse Lane to the viaduct. The picture below
shows the newly resurfaced carriageway, signage
and safety barrier.
Work at Limpley Stoke and Monkton Combe began
on the 31st March, and over the last 12 weeks we
have diverted various utility services, created over
100 bored, reinforced concrete piles, replaced over
100 metres of barrier, created a new retaining wall,
erected new signage, laid road markings, cleaned
the viaduct and resurfaced over 3.5 KM of carriage-
way. In addition, our environment team organised
for some vegetation clearance and tree felling to
take place. The construction team successfully
completed the scheme on time by working nights
where possible, and every weekend except one.

To stirring music by the Monkton Combe School
band and the cheers of the large crowd, the A36
Limpley S toke viaduct was ceremoniously reopened
on Friday 20th June, af ter 12 weeks of slope st abili -
sation and resurfacing works. The event, organised
by the Limpley Stoke Parish Council with the sup-
port of InterRoute and the Highways Agency, was
held to thank local residents for their patience dur-
ing the scheme. A free BBQ and soft drinks were
available, and the InterRoute team was placed a
very respectable second in the tug-of-war competi-
tion. Local celebrity, and famous weatherman, Bob
Crampton attended the event, reporting live for ITV
West’s evening news. The ribbon was cut by Simon
Coombe, Chair of the Parish Council, assisted by
Dave Frampton of the Highways Agency.
