Now that the piling at Monkton Combe has been
completed ahead of schedule, we have been able to
open a single lane at the junction between the B3108
and the A36 to light traffic 24 hours a day . However,
we will need to close the road again overnight to carry
out resurfacing work to the carriageway towards the end
of this part of the scheme. I will publicise the dates for
these overnight closures closer to the time.

Over the last week we have received several queries
regarding the timing of the traffic signals between the
B3108 and the A36 at the bottom of Brassknocker Hill.
During the morning rush we have set the signals so that
vehicles travelling from the Bradford-on-Avon area,
receive the maximum 60 seconds on a green light.
Conservatively, this should allow between 15 and 20
cars through the junction, depending on driver behav-
iour. Vehicles travelling from both the A36 and
Brassknocker Hill are only allocated 20 seconds per
section, as far less motorists travel in this direction. To
allow vehicles passage through the road works a 30 sec-
ond delay has been set before each traffic signal head
changes to green. As a result there will be up to 3 min-
utes before the lights are able to change.

We have unfortunately had to temporarily close the foot-
path over the viaduct, due to the size and activity of the
piling rig, crane and other machinery we need to use to
carry out the work at Limpley Stoke. We are, however,
able to re-open the footpath to pedestrians this Bank
Holiday weekend on Saturday, Sunday and Monday.

This week we have installed five traffic calming "build
outs" along the lane from Monkton Combe school chapel
to the village hall, which are staggered along the lane,
allowing enough room for vehicles to pass safely at low
speed. The new part-time lifting arm barrier is expected
to be operational over the weekend (3/4 May). The bar-
rier will be down from 00:00 to 12:00 and will open again
at noon. All existing signage on approach to Monkton
Combe will be altered to indicate that the road will be
closed from 00:00 to 12:00. 

On Friday 2nd May we invited various sections
of the local and regional media for a site visit.
Journalist s from the Bath Chronicle, Evening
Post, Daily Press, W ilt shire T imes, BBC and
local radio, all spent some time viewing the
work, conducting interviews, t aking photos and
filming operations. This should result in some
extensive coverage of the works in local TV ,
radio and newsp apers and will give more of an
insight into the work being carried out.
