PILING
COMPLETE!

Although we experienced some minor problems
with the concrete supply , piling work at Limpley
Stoke was finished this week.  The piling operation
in both locations entailed boring holes several
metres deep, filling them with concrete and lower-
ing in a steel cage to reinforce the piles. Once dry,
the concrete was broken down to expose part of the
steel cages set into the piles (see the below pic-
ture). Another steel cage has already been con-
structed horizontally on top of the piles at Monkton
Combe (opposite), whilst at Limpley Stoke we are
due to do this next week. A layer of concrete is then
poured over the horizontal cage to create a pile
capping beam, before the next stage of work starts.
The completion of piling means that all of the large
equipment which made it unsafe to keep the viaduct
footpath open, has now been removed. We are
therefore pleased to be able to re-open the footpath
from Saturday 9th May.
As mentioned in a previous issue, we will need

to close the junction between the B3108 and the
A36 overnight to carry out resurfacing work at
Monkton Combe. This is currently expected to
take 4 night s and commence on Monday 19th
May. However , this is subject to change and we
will publish any further information in the
update bulletin next week.

MIDFORD
LANE GATE

Over the last few weeks it has become apparent
that an increasing number of individuals have been
using the gate at Midford Lane, resulting in it being
left open on a number of occasions. We therefore
took the decision to change the code and distrib-
uted the new code to the emergency services and
the limited number of people with a legitimate rea-
son for having access through the gate. Whilst we
understand that the gate is inconvenient for resi-
dents and businesses, we were advised to place a
barrier in that location to prevent the lane becoming
a “rat run” for commuters and through-traffic.

If the new code is leaked to the general public, fur-
ther changes will continue to be made to stop inap-
propriate use of the gate.
