The pre-scheme timet able for the 264/265 and 94 bus
services will resume as of Sunday 25th May . As the
majority of the work at Monkton Combe is now complete,
there is an increased carriageway width available to traf-
fic. We can therefore allow the larger buses through the
temporary signals, although it will still be a single lane.
We have asked the local parish councils to make this
information available at the relevant bus stops. We
would also ask members of the public to circulate details
of changes to friends and family who may be affected.

We are continuing to receive complaint s from mem -
bers of the public, informing us that HGV's keep try -
ing to use the A36. Whilst there will always be a certain
amount of genuine traffic i.e that which is making a deliv-
ery, we are aware that some drivers claim to be deliver-
ing goods when they are not. However, we have no
power to prevent any driver from using the A36, except
the section closed by temporary traffic regulation order.

Observant locals may have noticed the arrival of a rather
large container lorry among the many site delivery vehi-
cles. This was agreed by prior arrangement, after one
business approached us before the scheme started. We
were asked to try and accommodate deliveries to a busi-
ness with only one way to receive goods. Whilst rear-
ranging traffic management does require resources, we
agreed that, with sufficient notice of delivery times, we
would to temporarily widen the lane between the A36
and the B3108 allowing the business to receive stock.

The capping beam at Monkton Combe is complete and
the existing trenches have been filled with concrete (see
picture below), meaning that carriageway resurfacing
could begin this week. Good progress is also being
made at Limpley Stoke, with many of the 11 capping
beams due to be filled and painted with the waterproof-
ing paint (see picture above). We are extremely pleased
to report that the scheme is currently on programme.

Since the B3108 opened to light traffic, there has
undoubtedly been an increase in traffic through
Freshford and Limpley S toke. We placed traffic coun-
ters in Limpley Stoke before the scheme started and
have been able to calculate that, at the worst possible
time during the morning peak hours, there has been an
average increase of 1 vehicle per minute travelling
northbound. Traffic has clearly increased on the B3108,
also making it difficult to access Bath from the Bradford-
on-Avon direction. Whilst these road users are choosing
to ignore the agreed diversions, they do have a legal
right to use this route. Unfortunately, to avoid queuing at
the above mentioned junction, our advice is to a) use an
alternative route, b) plan an alternative travel time (leav-
ing slightly earlier or later) or c) use an alternative
method of transport i.e cycle, walk, or catch the bus or
train.
